Autism Bill Gains Royal Assent.

The Autism Bill received Royal Assent on 12.11.09 making it the Autism Act: Eng-
land's first ever disability-specific law. The National Autistic Society was one of 14
campaigning groups backing the bill and heralded the new law as 'groundbreaking'.
An adult autism strategy must now be published by April 2010.

Originally, the Autism Act incorporated children and adults but as proceedings through parliament pro-
gressed, the children's parts were taken out and put straight into the Children and Young People's plan
which every local authority has to have and the Apprenticeship, Childrens, Skills and Learners Bill which
was also passed on Thursday.

This is terrific news for all those affected by disability as now there is recognition of what services (health,
social care etc) should be provided for both children and adults.

Disability Living Allowance -Source Scope:

Disability Charities Consortium: Joint response to announcement that Disability Living Allowance will not
be scrapped.

Responding to the announcement from Health Secretary Andy Burnham MP that Disability Living Allow-
ance is to remain and will not be used to fund the new national care service, the Disability Charities Con-
sortium, formed of seven of the UK's leading disability charities including Scope, said:

"We welcome this assurance by the Health Secretary that Disability Living Allowance will not be
scrapped.

"This represents a real victory for disabled people who felt very strongly that the DLA should be retained
and made their collective voice heard on this issue. DLA is a lifeline for the 2.8 million disabled adults of
working age who are cut out of the social care system. We are very pleased that Government has lis-
tened to disabled people and recognised the hugely negative impact removing this vital benefit would
have on people's quality of life.

"The social care system is in desperate need of reform, and the Green Paper consultation provides a sig-
nificant opportunity to improve it. We remain very concerned about plans to scrap Attendance Allowance,
which provides equally important support to older disabled people, and will continue to campaign for it to
be protected. 0

Bill secures education for all

The Apprenticeships, Skills, Children and Learning Act has now been given Royal Assent. This new legis-
lation enforces local authorities to make provision for education and training for all 16-19 years olds.

The act also addresses issues where schools have to report restraining of pupils as well as a framework
for support staff pay and conditions.

Ben Cook of Children and Young People Now highlights the following:
Other measures in the Act include:

i The creation of an independent parents complaints service to help resolve disputes between schools
and parents

il Local Authorities will be obliged to replace poorly performing pupil referral units

i Local Authorities will also be responsible for securing education for young people in juvenile custody.
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Lincolnshire County Council have set up a stake-
holders' group made up of head teachers from both
mainstream and special schools as well as represen-
tatives from health.

The Lincolnshire Parent Carer Council has two representatives attending these meetings to put
forward parents and carers' perspectives on special educational need informed by the
education consultations carried out since last year.

It is anticipated that by February 2010, we should have a new model how children can be
helped quickly and efficiently to ensure their needs are met.
